SHARING LEARNING MATERIAL

You can ask a rightsholder
directly for permission to use
their work in your unit. 

The Senior Librarian (Copyright)
can help you with wording for the
request and to record permission.

For material hosted on external
sites, like YouTube clips, provide
attribution and a web link only.

This type of material is not
covered by UWA's copyright
licence.

If not sharing only via
Echo360, download and
insert the Indigenous
Recognition and Copyright
slide at the start of your
presentation.

The law protects “moral rights” for
creators to be identified as creators
of their own work.

Identify, in a way that can be
followed up, creators of images in
your presentations, quotes in
lecture notes, audio excerpts and
other media.

Reasonable portions of books,
journal articles and some
multimedia should be shared
via Unit Readings, not
uploaded elsewhere or
emailed.
